8” White Paper Doilies

Ruler

Scissors
Welcome:  Before class, write the memory verse on your white board.  Welcome each child as they enter the room and introduce yourself (if needed).  Be sure they have their name tags.  Also, be sure to introduce any visitors to everyone in the classroom.  Encourage the children to bring their Bible to class each week.  If they do not have one, provide them with one from the classroom supply.

Introduction:  Use the introduction section of the main lesson document to begin today’s lesson.

Bible Story:  Tell the Bible story using the main lesson document as your guide.  At the end of the lesson, spend some time going over the memory verse with them.  Erase a key word off the white board each time the verse is repeated.  After the memory verse review, close the lesson in prayer and do the craft activity.
Close the Bible Lesson with a Prayer
Craft Instructions – Origami Dove: 
Use an 8” diameter round paper doilie.

Fold it in half
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Fold it in half again
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Open up the last fold

Now, fold both ends to meet the crease in the center
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Now fold it in half
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Make a 1.5” to 2” cut where the ruler is
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Once you’ve cut it, fold one side up to make the wings
